No professional, however well meaning, will have to live with the consequences of the outcome of labor and birth as long or as intimately as the families to whom they offer their services.  The choice of birth attendant is possibly the most important choice a woman will make during her pregnancy.


As we begin our relationship that will ultimately culminate in the birth of your child, it is important that an atmosphere of trust is developed between us.  I am available to you and your family throughout this childbearing experience for advice, to answer questions, and make referrals if anything develops that needs special attention.


I encourage you to let me know about any special considerations I may need to know to enhance your birth experience.   You are welcome to talk with past clients and to get information about personal statistics within my practice.


By working together, we can form a bond, which will enable us to make good decisions concerning your care.  Expertise in decision-making is based on a firm grasp of mutual trust and a warm relationship with all involved.  Your child's birth will hopefully become a shared adventure between yourselves and us as your caregivers.  The rights and responsibilities of all concerned should be thoroughly discussed and observed.
